Sylvia Mendez helped integrate California Schools for 
Latinx students in the 1940ôs, but she says we are more 
segregated now than we were in 1945, with de facto 
segregation.  Mendez et al v. Westminster et al, 
marked the first time that any U. S. schools were 
mandated to desegregate.  Seven years later, citing the 
Mendez case as a precedent,  the Supreme Court 
decision in Brown v. Board of Education officially struck 
down racial segregation in al public schools as 
unconstitutional. She will tell her story and a local panel 
will discuss the implications of this landmark case.
